Hints on the Cultivation of Select
Hyacinths.

The universal cultivation of this most beautiful flower is to a great extent due to its adaptability both to in and
outdoor treatment. In its season—from December to May for the greenhouse, and April to May for open ground—few
flowers can compare with it for richness, effectiveness and variety. To the Amateur we trust the following simple
directions for its culture will be found useful, and the cultivator who follows them may expect with certainty
well-flowered plants, whether grown in the open garden, in glasses, or flower pots in the greenhouses.

Hyacinths in Pots.
SOIL— It is scarcely advisable to buy bulbs if the cultivator

does not make a suitahle preparation of soil for the bulbs when
bought, and we are convinced from a fairly long experience with
retail buyers, that iu too many cases the goods bought whether
bulbs, seeds, or plants, do not produce as good a result, and as
much pleasure or profit as they should do, owing to the buyer not
making proper preparation in the way of compost. For Hyacinths
in pots the iiuality of the compost is very important, and it ought,
when practicable, to be prepared several months before it is re-

quired for use. The mixture nnist be light and rich, vet open
;

obviously, to make it light .and rich, we retpiire thoroughly good
leaf mould, cle.an and well-rotted, and the best of manure

; cow-
manure by preference, at least one year old, and if two years old
so much the better, l-'or the ingredients of our compost there
should he about one-third of really good turfy loam with plenty of
fibre, another third of really old m.anure

;
to this .add about

one-sixth part of leaf mould and one-sixth of fine charcoal and
coarse sand. New m.anure will simply ruin this compost for bulb
growing. The whole of the above should be mi.xed together if

possible several months before it is required, placed in a sunny
position, and turned over sever.al times to free it from worms, &c.
If the Autumn be a very wet one, a few boanls should be put on
to keep the heavy rains from soaking through it. The compost
should he used in a moder.ately damp condition, so that it mav not
be necessary to water as soon as the bulbs are potted.

POTS AND POTTING, o inch pots should he used for ordinary
purposes, and fi.^ inch if intended for exhibition. If new pots are
used, they should he soaked in water for some hours before using ;

old pots, well w-ashed, are far preferable to new ones. One
large crock and three or four smaller pieces over it are all the
drainage that is needed, .as the compost should he passed through
a sieve, and the rough portions placed at the bottom of the pots
ovei the crocks. When potting, the apex of the bulb should be
level with the top of the soil

:
the pot should therefore be filled

Hyacinths
The single varieties are best for this purpose, and with careful

attention very fine specimens may he grown, as the treatment is so
simple. From the middle of October to the middle of November is

the proper time to place the bulbs in gl.isses, which should be quite
clean. Sweet rain water is the best for the bulbs. If spring or
other hard water be used it should he boiled to take away the
hardness. Fill e.ach glass so that the w.ater does not quite touch
the b.ase of the btdb, adding one or two small pieces of charcoal or
a few grains of salt to keep the w-ater sweet, and place them in a
cool, chirk, airy place or cell.-ir for a few weeks. Examine in about
a fortnight, and remove any decayed or .slimy substance from the
base of the bulbs. Change the water every three or four weeks, or
oftener if discoloured, or if it smells disagreeably. In adding fresh
w.ater it must be the same temperature as that taken out. When
the roots are about four inches long the glasses should he gr.adually

up to the right height to place the bulb on, then a slight sprinkling
of sand

;
place the bulb on this without pressing the soil down,

surround the bulb to the right height, then press moderately firm.

All small bulbs and offsets should be broken off the base of the
bulbs before potting. Stand the pots out of doors in some open
space, where they will be quite exposed to all sorts of weather, on,
by preference, a bed of ashes

;
put a little sand or cocoa fibre over

the top of the bulb, and then cover six inches deep with a plunging
material, such as ashes, sand, cocoa fibre, &c. If the weather is

dry, in about a week after potting give a heavy watering, sufficient

to go through the plunging material and the compost also, hut if

there is rain this is not necessary ;
neither should it be done for late

potting if the nights are frosty.

TIME TO POT.—To bloom at Christmas the bulbs should he
potted about the middle of September, and the whole of the
potting completed, even for the latest lots, by the end of October.
After this date the bulbs will begin to deteriorate if kept out of

the soil, and as a consequence be a source of dissatisfaction to the
grower.

WHEN TO FORCE.—The bulbs should stand as covered for eight
or ten weeks, when it will be found that the pots are full of roots,

and the bulbs have started into growth
;
they should then be moved

into a cold frame or cold airy greenhou.se, .and the blanched growth
gradually exposed to the light. The bulbs ought not to he taken
direct from outside to the forcing house if the best results .are aimed
at. We should follow Nature's teaching, as exemplified in an ideal

Spring, by gradually increasing the light and heat for the forced

\

bulb. When placed in the forcing house a moderately moist

atmosphere and a regular temperature, never exceeding 70 degrees,

should be maintained. The pots should be placed near the glass,

When the
bulbs are in full growth the water in the gUasses will be absorbed
more napidly, and should be replenished frequently An occasional
watering overhead will also be found very beneficial when the
temperature of the room is rising, but should never be attempted
when the room is getting colder. Sponge the leaves occasionally if

the atmosphere of the room be dry and hot. Excessive heat and
intense cold are very injurious. Supports should be used when
the flower spikes .are tall, or they may be over-balanced and get
dtirnttged. Hyacinth Supports, also Glasses in plain or fancy
designs, can be supplied. For prices, &c., see page 46.

Hyacinths in Beds, Bonders, &c.
No other early Spring flower produces such a brilliant display

in beds, borders, c&c., as the Hyacinth, with its rich rtinge of
colours and delightful perfume. They will succeed in almost
any ordinary well-worked garden soil, even in the neighbourhood
of large towns though some enthusiasts go so far as to take soil

out to a depth of about 12 to IK inches, and make up with the
same material as recommended for pot culture. A sunny position
is best. Plant in October, in dry weather. The bulbs should be
phaced six to nine inches ap.art, and from four to six inches deep.
If planted deep the time of blooming will be a little later, but the
bulbs that are planted five or six inches deep are not so liable

to be damaged by frost in the Spring as those planted nearer the
surface. Good drainage is necessary, especially when the ground
is heavy and wet. To such soil it is advantageous to add some

course sand, and to place some rough material at a depth of
about to 2 ft. below the surface. Place a layer of course sand
underneath and around the bulbs, but do not press the soil hard.
After planting, cover the beds with a thin coating of cocoa fibre,

dead leaves, or other light material to protect from severe frost

;

when the growth has pushed through the soil remove the covering
by degrees. Heds of one colour produce a more brilliant and
telling effect thtin mixed colours, or designs worked in several
colours

;
but the planter will follow the dictates of his own fancy.

It is not imperatively necessary to place supports to the spikes
of Hyacinths in beds, but if a short stick is affixed to each one it

keeps it in position, and adds to the neatness and evenness of the
bed. Should the weather be dry when the bulbs are in flower the
flowering period may be lengthened by applying water liberallv.

The True Chinese Sacred Narcissus.

Put about an inch of sand or clean gra\el in

the bowl, on which place the bulbs, then surround' with pebbles to prevent them falling over when in flower, and fill up with water. Keep

in a cool place until rooted, which will be in about ten days; afterwards remove to a sunny position, taking care that frost does not reach

them. The flowers are very fragrant, pure white, with yellow cup, and are borne in clusters on stiff spikes, some bulbs showing as many as

seven to ten spikes. If kept bountifully supplied with 'water when growing they come into flower in a remarkably short space of time,

requiring only six to eight weeks from the time the bulbs are planted. They may also be grown successfully in pots, treated simdarly to

Hyacinths.

cultivation and improvement during the
past few years is a significant and well-

deserved tribute to their wondrous beauty.
Their large and increasing popularity,

both for indoor and outdoor culture,

during the past few years, has resulted

in a marvellous reduction in prices. In-

deed, in the case of such varieties as
Emperor. Empress, Horsfieldi, Harri

Conspicuus. Mrs. Langtry, &.C., a hun-
dred may be purchased for what, but a
few years ago was the price of a dozen.
The practice of planting them extensively

in parks, woods. S:c., now receiving so
much attention, cannot be too strongly
advocated, as in such situations they
are seen at their best, the beauty of the
flowers being enhanced by the green car-

pet of turf. Many of the earlier varieties

are suitable for planting in lawns, but care
must be taken that the grass is not cut
until after the Daffodil foliage has died
down, or the bulbs will rapidly de-

teriorate. They may be successfully

grown in any well-drained, well-worked
garden soil, and most of the varieties

rapidly make themselves at home in

almost any situation. They naturally
prefer a fairly rich soil, but under no
circumstances should ever ha\-e farm-
yard manure directly applied to them.
Almost all the varieties are invaluable
for early forcing, and no other class of

flowers are so well adapted for natural-

isation in grass, shrubberies, under trees.

The early planted

batches will be ready to put into gentle heat in

November, when they will flower in December,

successive batches should then be brought

into heated house to keep up the supply of

bloom. Nine failures out of every ten in grow-

ing Freesias, and other Cape Bulbs, including

early Gladioli, are caused through bringing the

Bulbs in a warm house sometimes as soon as

planted, or, at all events, before they are

thoroughly well established and flower buds
coming away.

placing the claws downwards. In April and May, should the weather he dry, they should be watered freely two or three times a week, as
a successful blooming depends on maintaining a uniform moist surface in dry seasons. Protect from severe frost and heavy rains with a
covering of cocoa-fibre or litter, which should be removed before the growths hav'e pushed through the soil. Lift the tubers when the
foliage turns yellow, dry them gradually, and store away in a dry place until planting time.

Use fresh manure almost free from litter, from stables where the
horses are fed on dry food, lixpose the manure in an open shed for a few days before
using it, turning it occasionally to prevent it beating, the great secret in growing fine

Mushrooms being to have the manure neither too wet nor too dry, and to avoid it

becoming hot, either before or after it has been made into the bed. Wlien making the
bed, shake the manure well out, and beat it firmly down, adding more and more till

you have a depth of from 10 to 15 inches, and as solid as possible. Thrust two or
three pointed sticks in the bed, so that you may afterwards ascertain the temperature,
and leave for a few days to heat. When cooling, and you find from the sticks there
is a steady temperature of between 70 and H‘2 degrees, break the spawn in pieces the
size of a walnut, and press them firmly, nine inches apart, into the surface of the bed

—

six bricks will be about sufficient to spawn a bed of four square yards (Oft. X 12ft).

After spawning cover the bed one or two inches deep with stiff loamy soil, and beat
it firmly down, finishing with an even surface, and cover with a little hay. Mushrooms
may be expected iu six or eight weeks from the time of spawning, and the bed should
continue productive for a couple of months. .\n occasional sprinkling with tepid
water will hasten their growth, but care must be used not to give it in excess, as, if the
bed becomes saturated, it will bespoiled. If, when one bed begins tt) yield anotlier for suc-
cession is prepared, a continuous supply of Mushrooms may be had throughout the year.
i>ixi When Mushrooms are grown on shelves placed against a wall, the Mushroom house-
should be situated as mucb as possible in tbe shade, in order that the internal tempera-
tures may uot be subjected to so much fluctuation by reason of the sun shining on the roof.
